Cost of Clearing Land by
Two Methods.

(Experimental Farmm Note)

When time is no object, to best way
{0 clear land from timber growth is to
let nature and live stock assist.  When
the growth is removed and the brush
burned off clean, which. with most
growths, may be made a profitable
operation by sale of the timber and fire-
wood, clover and grass seed may be
sown, and, while cattle and sheep are
pasturing and eating down the sprouts,
the stumps will slowly but surely decay,
and  their removal becomes an easy
operation.  This process will require
from six to ten years before clearing can
be completed.

At the Experimental Station, Freder-
i(‘tnn. ‘\ “., \\‘hvrv il WAas (lt'sil’t‘d to
bring the land into cultivation at the
earliest possible moment, two plans of
stump  removal have been tried, and
herewith are given figures of the rela-
tive cost on land from which an average
tree growth had been removed.

The two methods employed were,
stump pulling by power, and removal by
dynamite.

A stump puller of the drum and long
lever type was employed, giving a lift
ing power of 25 tons with an ordinary
team. With one hundred and twenty
stamps, 10 inches and over, to the acre,
and seventy-two smaller stumps, it re-
quired an average of twenty minutes

| with a team and driver and two men to

remove each of the large stumps and 5
minutes to remove each of the smaller
ones.  The 120 stumps required 40
hours, and the smaller ones 6 hours.
The relative cost, therefore, stood as
follows

Shortly after the outbreak of war
the Toronto Women's Patriotic
League started its activities to help
our boys at the front, and any other
patriotic work that might present it-
self, Hardly bad the ladies started
before the question of the unemploy-
ed loomed largely on the horizon.
Hundreds of girls and women out of
positions applied for assistance in
getting work in the dark days of
1914 and 1916, when the bottom
seemed knocked out of everythingz.
It was seen at once that to ade-
quately cope with the situation an
employment bureau must be started,
and some form of co-operation be-
tween the city and the country set
afoot, as well as enlisting the help
and sympathy of employers. Much
has been written of the work of the
league and its various departments,
that the unemployment
question is not so acute, the work at
the bureau is apt to be overlooked.
However it is going, and going
strong. An item in the October num.
ber of the Labor Gazette shows how
strong. Under the reports of em-
ployment bureaus we find that the
number of casual jobs supplied by
the Toronto Women's Patriotic
League bureau was 578 for Septem-
ber, and here only women and girls
register., It is worth while to com-
pare this showing with the figures of
the Winnipeg Free Bureau, where
men, women, boys and girls register,
the number there being 1,229, This
is an indication of the usefulness of
the Toronto bureau.

Miss Duff, who is in charge of city
work, states that since the bureau
opened there have been 5,125 regis-
trations; 638 have been supplied
with permanent positions in the city,

Uncolored oleo, it should be
remembered, bears only a slight tax
of one-fourth of a cent per pound,
and is within the reach of the pocket-
book of the poor city man. “Bogus
butter,” or colored oleo, bears a tax
of ten cents per pound. The oleo
manufacturer wants the colored pro-
duct because it comes into direct
competition with butter, and can be
manufactured at a fraction of the
cost of butter,

ers made a dastardly attempt to dis-
credit the dairy industry though a
Congressional resolution.

Character of the Lithuanians.

There is no country in the world in
which ancient culture s so mixed with
cho later inventions. Throughout the
territory will be found small huts
built beside the more modern dwell-
ings. The wooden household furnish-
ings, such as spoons, dishes, table-
ware, with ornaments in the old style,
are mixed with those produced 1n the
modern factories made of iron, zine
and tin. Most of the clothing, food-
stuffs and all agricultural implements
are produced at home. However,
there are places where everything is

in modern Europe.

The Lithuaniens lived in closely
settled villages, but in 1864, after the
abolition of serfdom, the Lithuanians
started to divide their villages into
farms, and the cultivation of the crops
was carried on according to the mod-
ern methods. The abolition of serf-
dom gave an opportunity for the Lith-
uanian peasant to send their children
to the schools and .to educate them.
Lithuania was always fond of educa
tion.

At the commencement of the nine
teenth century there were several
mothers in the villages who taught
their children by their old methods to
read and write, and at the time of the
abolition of serfdom there were sev-
eral men and women in every village

advancement of Lithuanian industry
and commerce was suppressed. f

Lithuania is rich with large rivers, |
from which she can obtain electricity,
and there were good opportunities for
the engineers to bulld dams for pur
poses of producing electricity, but the
above-mentloned suppression prevent- |

ed it. |
Taking iInto consideration the

’growth of the Lihuanian culture dur-

ing the last ten years, it can be seen
that the nation is worthy of freedom
and should be an independent nation,
and we are of the opinion that Ger- |
many believes this from the way she |
spoke about Lithuania in the peace
