be turned out torether and allowed to
remain out, on fine days, for several
hours al a time,

There are three places in which to,
exercise the brood mare, or at least
three methods used.

Wae agree that
every in-foal, brood mare should, if
possible, have a box stall. Narrow
stalls, often insufficiently supplied
with bedding, which may be the case
on many farms this year, owing to the
short straw crop, are none too com-
fortable and very often the mare paws
the straw back behind and is forced
to get up and down on a slippery
floor, lut the exercise the average
brood mare will take in the box stall
s not sufficient for her general wel-
fare.

There is gen-
erally some running to mill to do;
some wood to draw from the woods;
and light team work around the farm.
In fact, every well-managed farm has
considerable of this, even in the win-
ter.
woods, care must be taken to keep her
' out of deep snow and to keep her on
her feet. This latter point is im-
portant at all times. She should be
'sharp shod, at least in front, and if
used in the team she should be shod
&l round. Falls mean foal losses.

POTATOES FOR ONTARIO
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The Third of a Series

of Five Special Articles

by Prof. Henry G. Bell.

If Ontario produced in 1917 300 bus.
per acre of potatoes on the acreage
devoted to potatoes last year,
could provide one pound of potatoes &
day for a whole year for a population
of 8,200,000 people. Can she do it?
I believe she can. Such an accom-
plishment is but the result of applying
methods which have “proven out” no
further removed from Ontario than
Aroostock Co., Maine. The yield per
acre obtained in this county has fre-

quently exceeded 300 bus, for areas

not of 5 or 10 acres but on whole
farms of 76 to 150 acres,

Ontario for the most part has
good potato soil. The range of tem-
perature and rainfall during the grow-
ing season is usually such as favors
good yields of potatoes. Labor is very
scarce, end potatoes probably require
more labor than most farm crops.
Nevertheless, if Ontario farmers
would individually or co-operatively
equip themselves with modern potato
machinery, a great deal of hand labor
could be avoided, and large areas
handled with little more labor than it
now takes to work the common 3 to
5 a. potato patches. There are at
least five great essentlals in growing
this crop, each of which must be care-
fully observed if big yields or first
quality are to be harvested:

1st—Potato soil must be fatrly
open, friable, and must be well drain-

ed

logged soil. :

They must
not be constricted by heavy, closely
packed soil. Disk and harrow the

‘food., It is this important food which
'aids the starch to form and fill out{
the tuber, Under present conditions

Climbed Out on Damaged Wing te
Balance Machine.

One of the most thrilling flying epi-
sodes of the war was recorded when
the British observer in a two-zeated
machine which had been damaged by
shell fire climbed out on one of the
wings and steadied the aeroplane
while the pilot brought it safely to

' earth.

A high explosive shell burst just
behind the right lower wing of the
aeroplane. The machine was com-
pletely riddled. Three of the stay
booms were cut, one blade of the pro-
peller was blown away, and all the
controls except the elevators were put
out of action. The machine was fur-
ther smashed by the broken propeller
blade. The observer climbed out
three-quarterz of the way on the right
wing tip in order to balance the ma-
chine, The aircraft continued to fall
in spivals until it was about 2,000
feet above the earth. Here the ob-
gerver succeeded in balancing it and
the machin glided down evenly. When
about 200 feet from the earth a slight
movement by the man on the wing
caused the machine to spin again, but
the pilot was able to control it when
just ten feet above the ground
